PURPOSE OF THE REPORT 

The purpose of this item is for the tabling and adoption of the 2024/2025 IDP review, Budget and 
PMS time schedule.  

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION 

INTEGRATED DEVELOPMENT PLAN 

Section 34 of the Municipal Systems Act, Act 32 of 2000 compels each municipal council to review 
and amend its Integrated Development Plan in line with the MEC’s comments and changing 
circumstances so demand.  

Council adopted the 2022 – 2027 IDP under resolution: C/1/55/05/22. Section 34 requires that 
Council review and amend the IDP as explained above.  

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The 2022-2027 IDP is currently under its 3rd revision and fully complies with the regulations set 
forth in the Municipal Systems Act, as indicated in the attached MEC letter. 

As part of the revision process, we are looking to implement "Ward Based Planning (WBP)." This 
project will be initially piloted in Wards 1, 3, and 7 due to their rural nature and population size, 
which make them more manageable for this initial phase. It is our hope to expand this initiative to 
cover all Wards next year.

The implementation of Ward Based Planning comes with several benefits: 

1. Community Empowerment: WBP fosters community involvement and ownership in the
development process, ensuring that residents' needs and priorities are taken into account.

2. Improved Service Delivery: By aligning ward-level plans with local authority plans, WBP has the
potential to enhance the efficiency and effectiveness of service delivery, potentially reducing the
occurrence of service delivery protests.

3. Enhanced Public Participation: WBP promotes maximum public participation, promoting a sense
of responsibility and collaboration among community members.

4. Reliable Planning: It offers a dependable method for developing realistic, integrated, and focused
plans at the ward level, which are essential for effective local governance.

Collectively, these benefits contribute to more responsive and accountable local governance, 
ultimately leading to an improved quality of life for community members. 

MECHANISM FOR PARTICIPATION 

During the final phases of the Integrated Development Plan (IDP) and Budget roadshows, we 
observed a notable decrease in the attendance of participants. This reduction in the number of 
participants has had a discernible impact on the comprehensive quality of the IDP process. 

To proactively respond to this declining trend in participation, we are recommending a strategic 
approach. We propose an integration of the September/October public meetings with the Ward 
Council report-back meetings. Additionally, we are planning to introduce Ward-Based Planning in 
three specific wards. This initiative will entail an extensive and inclusive public engagement process, 
coupled with a comprehensive ward planning procedure. This comprehensive approach aims to 
revitalize community involvement and enhance the quality of the IDP process.

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  Glossary 

Adjustments budget – Prescribed in section 28 of the MFMA. The formal means by which a 

municipality may revise its annual budget during the year. 

Allocations – Money received from Provincial or National Government or other municipalities. 

Budget – The financial plan of the Municipality.  

Budget related policy – Policy of a municipality affecting or affected by the budget, examples 

include tariff policy, rates policy, credit control and debt collection policy. 

Capital expenditure - Spending on assets such as land, buildings and machinery. Any capital 

expenditure must be reflected as an asset on the Municipality’s balance sheet. 

Cash flow statement – A statement showing when actual cash will be received and spent by the 

Municipality. Cash payments do not always coincide with budgeted expenditure timings. For 

example, when an invoice is received by the Municipality it is shown as expenditure in the month it 

is received, even though it may not be paid in the same period. 

DORA – Division of Revenue Act. Annual legislation that shows the total allocations made by 

national to provincial and local government. 

Equitable share – A general grant paid to municipalities. It is predominantly targeted to help with 

free basic services.  

Fruitless and wasteful expenditure – Expenditure that was made in vain and would have been 

avoided had reasonable care been exercised. 

GFS – Government Finance Statistics. An internationally recognised classification system that 

facilitates like for like comparison between municipalities.  

GRAP – Generally Recognised Accounting Practice. The new standard for municipal accounting. 

IDP – Integrated Development Plan. The main strategic planning document of the Municipality 

MBRR – Local Government: Municipal Finance Management Act (56/2003): Municipal budget and 

reporting regulations. 

MFMA – Local Government: Municipal Finance Management Act (56/2003). The principle piece 

of legislation relating to municipal financial management.  Sometimes referred to as the Act. 

MTREF – Medium Term Revenue and Expenditure Framework. A medium term financial plan, 

usually 3 years, based on a fixed first year and indicative further two years budget allocations. Also 

includes details of the previous and current years’ financial position. 

Operating expenditure – Spending on the day to day expenses of the Municipality such as salaries 

and wages. 

Rates – Local Government tax based on the assessed value of a property. To determine the rates 

payable, the assessed rateable value is multiplied by the rate in the rand. 
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SDBIP – Service Delivery and Budget Implementation Plan. A detailed plan comprising quarterly 

performance targets and monthly budget estimates. 

Strategic objectives – The main priorities of the Municipality as set out in the IDP. Budgeted 

spending must contribute towards the achievement of the strategic objectives.  

Unauthorised expenditure – Generally, is spending without, or in excess of, an approved budget. 

Virement – A transfer of budget. 

Virement policy - The policy that sets out the rules for budget transfers. Virements are normally 

allowed within a vote. Transfers between votes must be agreed by Council through an Adjustments 

Budget. 

Vote – one of the main segments into which a budget of a municipality is divided for the 

appropriation of money for the different departments or functional areas of 

the municipality; and (b) which specifies the total amount that is appropriated for the purposes of 

the department or functional area concerned. 
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PART 1 – ADJUSTMENTS BUDGET REPORT 

Section 1 – Mayor’s Report 

1.1 Municipal Roll-over Adjustment Budget  

The 2024/2025 MTREF was approved by Council on 24 May 2024 in accordance with 

Section 24(1) of the Local Government: Municipal Finance Management Act, 2003(Act 56 

of 2003). 

In terms of section 28 of the MFMA a municipality may revise an approved annual budget 

through an adjustments budget. Only the Mayor may table an adjustments budget in the 

municipal council and it may only be tabled within prescribed limitations as to timing or 

frequency.  

Section 28 (2)  of the MFMA stipulates as follows: 

An adjustments budget- 

(c) may, within a prescribed framework, authorise unforeseeable and unavoidable  

expenditure recommended by the mayor of the municipality 

(e) may authorize the spending of funds that were unspent at the end of the past financial year 

where the under-spending could not reasonably have been foreseen at the time to include 

projected roll-overs when the annual budget for the current year was approved by the council 

Regulation 23(3) An adjustments budget referred to in section 28(2)(c) of the Act must be 

tabled in the municipal council at the first available opportunity after the unforeseeable and 

unavoidable expenditure contemplated in that section was incurred and within the time period 

set in section 29(3) of the Act. 

The Adjustments Budget does not shift the priorities and overall direction of the current 

budget; it merely allows us scope to accelerate or decelerate certain programs. 

1.1 Reasons for the adjustments budget 

The reasons for the recommendation to adopt an adjustments budget as per legislative 

framework quoted above, are the following in accordance with the framework provided: 

1. To adjust expenditure upward where it is evident that the allocations were insufficient 

to address service delivery needs of the communities. 

Further adjustment details are listed below: 

1.1.1 Multi-year funds shifting in relation to the capital program 

No multi-year funds will be shift in the capital program. 

1.1.2 Allocations and grant adjustments 

Grant funding increased by R 2 966 823.00 as n result of approved roll-overs. The grants are 

appropriated in the 2024/2025 Adjustment budget as follows: 

Capex grant roll-over  

No Capital grant funding was rolled over  

Own funding  

The Capital projects funded by own funding is increasing by R 7 152 140 

Borrowings 

The Capital projects funded by Borrowings is increasing by R 2 879 468.00 

The Net Effect is an Increase in the Capital Budget of R 10 031 608.00  
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1.1.3 Appropriate/Decrease additional revenues that have become available. 

No Appropriation or decrease of additional revenue   

1.1.4 Correction of errors in the annual budget 

The decrease in the amount budgeted for bulk electricity purchases, was necessary due to 

unforeseen and unavoidable expenditure relating to the Airport that needs to be provided for. 

Even though it is adjusted downward, in the Mid-term adjustment budget, should it be needed, 

the Bulk purchases can be topped up. The budget for this item is decreasing with R5 Million.  

and Transfers and Subsidies increasing with the same amount.

1. Bulk Purchases 

As previously alluded to, the Bulk electricity reduction, is due to the provision for the 

contribution to be made as part of the Airport runway repairs. 

2. Transfers and Subsidies 

The upwards adjustment is due to the inclusion of our portion of the contribution 

towards the airport repairs, amounting to R5.0 Million. 

3. Contracted Services 

An increase in the grant related projects for the Emergency Fire repairs that could not 

be completed by 30 June 2024.

The capital budget increases with R 10 031 608 from R 183 159 962 to R 193 191 570.  

The increases in the 2024/25 financial year, as reflected in the table above, are explained 

below. 

CRR amendments: 

The CRR increased from R 25 510 549 to R 32 662 689. The increase is due to projects that, 

at 30 June 2024, were not complete and only finalised in the new financial year. Various 

projects including the Stormwater upgrades in various wards and Kurland Water distribution 

upgrade have been included.  

Borrowing Amendments: 

The borrowing funded projects have increased from R 50 033 373 to R 52 912 841. The 

increase is due to projects that, at 30 June 2024, were not complete and only finalised in the 

new financial year as well as savings from projects that were completed but can now be used 

to facilitate additional spending on these previously approved projects.
